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CERTIFICATE OF CATHOLIC PRACTICE – SCHOOLS ADMISSIONS  
  

VERY IMPORTANT: There is one simple criterion for the issue of a Certificate of Catholic 
Practice and it relates to Catholic practice. Catholic practice equates 
to weekly attendance at Sunday Mass.   This is a fair and good test and means there is a 
level playing field for every applicant.  Therefore, certificates will only be issued 
to practising Catholics, that is, families who are known to the parish priest and regularly 
attend weekly Sunday Mass. Occasional absence for sickness or other emergencies, 
such as extreme bad weather etc are understandable and acceptable, however 
prolonged absence that has not been notified to Fr Long in advance of a request, means 
that it is unlikely that he will issue a Certificate of Catholic Practice.  
Please ensure that you make your application to Fr Long in good time to meet school 
deadlines (at least two weeks prior to the school deadline) as he cannot be responsible 
for late applications. 

 
 

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION 2025-2026 
Baptism: Please remember to book your child’s Baptism as soon as possible. Please 
encourage your families to ensure their chid has been baptised as soon as possible.  
First Reconciliation/First Holy Communion - Catholic children in Year 3 and above can 
make their First Holy Communion next May 2026. Please speak with Fr Long. 
Confirmation - If your child is in Year 6 has not yet been confirmed, they can join the 
Confirmation Preparation. Please speak with Fr Long. 

 All forms should be submitted by Sunday 28th September 2025 
The Enrolment/Information session for Reconciliation, First Holy Communion and 
Confirmation will be held on Friday, 5th October at 7pm at the parish Hall. All parents 
whose children are in Years 3 & 6 attending non-Catholic schools, who wish to make 
their sacraments need to attend this meeting and commit to all the sessions required.
